The Gaiser Hall project was designed by LSW Architects and is expected to qualify as a green building 
meeting the standards of Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design.

The first is 12:30 to 3:30 p.m. Saturday, June 14, in the Beaverton Mail Library, 12375 SW 5th Street, 
Beaverton.  

From 6 to 8:30 p.m. Thursday, June 19, the Columbia River Crossing is holding a hearing in the community 
room at Clark Public Utilities, 1200 Fort Vancouver Way. 

Clark County commissioners have scheduled a public hearing to obtain public input on the project at 6:30 
p.m. Monday, June 23, in the sixth floor hearing room in the Public Service Center.  

Five options are being studied: 
<> Not building a new bridge crossing the Columbia River. 
<> Replacing the I-5 bridge with a new bridge with bus rapid transit. 
<> Replacing the I-5 bridge with a new bridge and light rail. 
<> Building a supplemental bridge with bus rapid transit. 
<> Building a supplemental bridge with light rail. 
The City of Vancouver and C-TRAN, two of the public agencies in Washington and Oregon involved in the 

decision making, have opted for a replacement bridge with light rail.
